COURSE DESCRIPTION

Welcome to Spanish 102! This course is designed for students with one semester of college Spanish or the equivalent. Spanish 102 will focus on the further acquisition of basic speaking, listening, reading, and writing skills, and will begin to familiarize the student with additional cultural aspects of the Spanish-speaking world. The class will include a variety of interactive activities, audio-visual materials, short readings, and written exercises. 

COURSE OBJECTIVES 

By the end of the semester, students who successfully complete Spanish 102 will be able to 1) orally communicate simple ideas using basic vocabulary and appropriate verb tenses, 2) listen to and comprehend the gist of brief passages of connected speech, 3) read basic structured texts, and 4) write simple narrative paragraphs. Students will also study  cultural aspects of the Spanish-speaking world. The class will include a variety of interactive, communicative activities, audio-visual materials, short readings, and written exercises. 

COURSE REQUIREMENTS

1. Attendance. Class attendance is MANDATORY. Because of the emphasis on interactive classroom activities to practice language skills in this course, it is essential that students attend class regularly and on time. Up to 3 absences may be excused; more than 3 unexcused absences will severely affect the final grade.  If you must miss a class, it is your responsibility to explain the circumstances, beforehand, to the instructor, contact a classmate in order to get any assignments, and make up all the work you missed. 

NOTE: Please turn off all cell phones prior to each class.  In cases of emergencies, set cell phone to vibrate and leave class before answering the phone.

2. Preparation for class. The syllabus indicates the material you should prepare before each class meeting. You are expected to study the grammar, vocabulary, and readings in the textbook as well as to familiarize yourself with the format of the in-class exercises. Additional assignments may be given at the instructor’s discretion. 

3. Participation. Class participation will be evaluated regularly. The class participation grade is based on attendance, punctuality, preparation, homework, and both frequency and quality of participation. 

4. Student Activities Manual. The Student Activities Manual (SAM) contains a Workbook (located in the front part of the manual), a Lab Manual (located in the middle of the manual beginning on page 151), and a Video Manual (located at the end of the SAM beginning on page 201)  Students must complete the written exercises in the Workbook,  the listening comprehension exercises in the Lab Manual, and the video activities in the Video Manual that correspond to each Unidad.  The listening activities can be found in the language lab on audio CD or on audiocassette. They are also available on the language lab web site:

Answer Keys: To receive full credit, students must use the answer keys located in the WebCT shell to self-correct their work before handing it in on the dates indicated on the syllabus.

5. Video/DVD. You are required to spend a minimum of 8–10 hours per semester viewing the video program and completing the video activities assigned on the syllabus. You may view the video segments in the media center language lab  (located on the 3rd floor of Healey Library).  In addition, the video can be viewed on the language lab WebCT online course. (See instructions below). This material will be included in the Unidad tests.

The class plan lists the  VIDEO ACTIVITIES assigned for each Unidad. These activities are located in the Video Manual in the back of your Student Activities Manual (SAM) and and are due on exam day for that Unidad unless otherwise indicated by instructor.

Remember that you will need to watch each segment several times. The following viewing strategy is recommended.

1) Familiarize yourself with the storyline provided in the Caminos del jaguar section of the textbook. 

2) View the video segment once to get the general idea.  

3) Look over the questions. 

4) View the video as many times as you need to in order to answer the questions. 

You are not expected to understand every word that is said, however you should be able to get the gist of what is going on.

10. Tests. There will be 4 Unidad tests. Please make careful note of the dates as NO MAKE-UPS WILL BE GIVEN.  In addition, 4–6 brief quizzes will be given. The dates of these quizzes will be determined by the instructor.  Final exams will be scheduled during the exam period. 

11. Oral Presentation:  You will watch and discuss the movie The Motorcycle Diaries. Following the movie, you will plan a fictitious trip to a minimum of 3 locations in the Spanish-speaking world.  It can be a trip within one country or you can plan to travel to various countries.  Your oral presentation will be to present your trip to your classmates.
